In November 2010, a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) was signed between 15 local authorities and organisations bordering 8 European 
straits: the Strait of Dover, the Strait of Messina, the Kvarken, the Strait of Sicily, the Gulf of Finland, the Strait of Otranto, the Fehmarnbelt and the 
Strait of Bonifacio. This MoU defines two main objectives for the partnership: gaining recognition of the European straits' specificities at national and 
European levels and enhancing cooperation projects between the partners.
Indeed, the straits of Europe share several common issues (transport, economic development, maritime safety…), which all have an impact on the 
natural heritage of the straits. The partners have thus decided to exchange experience in order to be able to implement more efficient and 
environment-friendly policies at strait level.
NOSTRA aims at showing how integrated governance tools (bi-national ones) can help improving the way strait areas are managed.
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In particular, the objective is to ensure the economic development of the territory without endangering the biodiversity and environment. The 
preservation of biodiversity was identified as the nodal point of all issues straits have to face. Moreover, it is foreseen that an integrated 
management of the area is the proper answer to most problems faced by the local authorities bordering the straits.
In this framework, 16 partners bordering 8 straits of Europe have joined in the partnership in order to share experience, good practices and analyse 
the governance tools already implemented or in project. This will be done through several events such as study visits, workshops, seminars, forums 
and conferences.

The results of the activities will be widely shared at local level thanks to the organisation of regular territorial meetings with local stakeholders.

2.1.1 Brief history of the project

the opportunity to decide to organise a political meeting in order to sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) which would state the two 
objectives mentioned above and thus officialise the partnership. This event took place on November 23rd, 2010 in Calais. The elected 
representatives of 15 local authorities bordering 8 straits of Europe (Strait of Dover, Strait of Messina, Kvarken, Strait of Sicily, Gulf of Finland, Strait 
of Otranto, Fehmarn belt, Strait of Bonifacio) signed the MoU. Due to the geographic shape of Europe, the straits are located in the North and the 
South. This fact explains the geographic distribution of the partners.
On November 23rd 2010, another technical meeting took place which helped define more precisely the types of activities which needed to be 
implemented in the framework of the project. Partners were asked to submit concept papers on their expectations and those papers have been 
discussed during a 4th meeting in January 2011 in Brussels.

During summer 2009, on the joint initiative of Pas-de-Calais County Council and Kent County Council, all local authorities bordering a strait in 
Europe have been contacted and proposed to try and find ways of working together. This solicitation was followed by a first meeting between Pas-
de-Calais County Council and Euregio (Helsinki-Tallinn) in November 2009 at a rail Baltica round table. 
In the meanwhile most local authorities contacted expressed their strong interest in having a first technical meeting. The latter took place in March 
2010 in Arras (Pas-de-Calais) and gathered 14 local authorities. It was then decided a twofold strategy: 
- working for the recognition of the straits' specificities and the issues they face;
- developing cooperation projects in general and submitting an INTERREG IVC bid in particular.
A second technical meeting was held in Messina (Italy) in September 2010 which was dedicated to the first discussions on the content of such a 
project.

The partners have kept exchanging information and working on the content of the project via emails and during technical meetings since March 
2010. In particular, three meetings took place between January and March 2011 during the most intensive phase of the project preparation.
Though there is no strait in Eastern Europe, an Eastern partner has been found to fulfil programme requirements. An opportunity was to make a link 
with another INTERREG IVC project, DELTANET, which will bring added value to NOSTRA. Indeed, they are both networks of regions with a 
geographic specificity (deltas and straits) and both projects deal with the issue of joint and often bi-national governance tools.

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Priority 2 aims at strengthening environmental protection and the synergies between the environmental context and the economy. One of potential 
example of the sub-theme “biodiversity and preservation of natural heritage” is developing management mechanisms related to sites designated as 
special areas of conservation.

For straits with fewer designations, NOSTRA should show how a strong environmental evidence base is required, to achieve the same result of 
sustainable management.

Tourism for many straits is dependent on biodiversity and NOSTRA will examine projects which demonstrate this value, in doing so, the project will 
look at biodiversity as a benefit for economic development as well as a constraint.

Dealing with all those questions implies to gather all the specialised actors of the different domains of activity. It also requires both sides of the 
straits, both local authorities and the actors settled on their territories to work together.

The network of partners itself did not exist two years ago and it is the first time local authorities bordering a strait formally join together in order to 
find solutions to common problems.
Besides, aiming at having an integrated approach of the straits areas in order to tackle the issues they face more efficiently is quite innovative. 
NOSTRA should help going further on three aspects: first, stop envisaging the straits issues separately but with a global vision as those issues are 
closely interrelated; second, make the link between those issues through the environment dimension (biodiversity, natural heritage) and the 
common will of the local actors to preserve this environment; third, propose integrated multi-level governance tools as a possible efficient solution to 
those problems. 
Of course, most straits are included in INTERREG IVA and B programmes and therefore are already familiar with cross-border approaches. 

Nevertheless, NOSTRA will offer the possibility to share and transfer existing local and/or cross-border experiences to other straits and thus value 
past or on-going INTERREG IVA projects.
The analysis of governance tools on areas with a geographic specificity has been done by INTERREG IVC projects such as DELTANET, but never 
on strait areas and on bi-national sites. The link made with the DELTANET project through the involvement of its Romanian partner will prevent the 
partners of NOSTRA from investigating processes already studied and therefore save time and efficiency.

The network has developed a strong partnership during the preparation phase. Thus a Memorandum of Understanding was signed by the partners 
in November 2010 with the objectives, among others, to submit this INTERREG IV C bid.

The project will start with a launching conference in which it is expected to have a participation from the European commission (DG Mar and DG 
Regio) in order to make its representatives aware of the project aims.

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As the MoU clearly states, this INTERREG IVC bid is perceived as a first step to identify other projects to be implemented on a more local scale

Also, since the project partners have the strong will to contribute to the improvement of the EU policies regarding the straits governance, the 
achievement of this goal will give the insurance of the durability of the project impact.

The partnership gathers local authorities which border a strait of Europe and which have signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) in 
November 2010. The MoU aims at having recognition of the straits specificities and facilitating the emergence of cooperation projects between the 
signatories. This INTERREG IVC project is one of the first concrete outcomes of the agreement, along with the joint contribution to the EU 
consultation on the future cohesion policy. The local authorities which have signed this MoU are willing to work on a long term basis. Besides, they 
are also totally open to include new partners from other straits of Europe (Oresund, Kattegat…). Indeed, the Region Zealand on the Fehmarn belt, 
which is involved in NOSTRA, is also a member of the Oresund Committee and should make the link with the Strait of Oresund.

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Europe's maritime spaces and especially the straits are central to Europe’s wellbeing and prosperity – they are in particular Europe's trade routes, 
climate regulators, sources of food and resources.

In harmony with the programme’s objective, the project aims at improving the effectiveness of regional development policies in the environmental 
area by exchanging and transferring policy experiences and good practices to develop effective and sustainable regional and local policies on the 
governance of straits. This is in line with the Priority 2 of the Programme and the sub-objective of developing management mechanisms related to 
sites designated as special areas of conservation.  
Due to their transnational characteristics and the particular problems they face in terms of environment, maritime security, transport, logistics, 
migration, cultural interfaces, tourism, the straits are territories with specific needs of conservation. 
Good governance of the straits is essential for the EU in order for it to achieve the objectives of the Lisbon and Gothenburg strategies, particularly 
as regards sustainable development and economy and transport. 

2.2 Policy context

The project will also contribute to the Gothenburg objective of sustainable transport. The implementation of efficient and environment-friendly sea 
motorways requires efficient management of the straits.
A better governance of straits will enhance Europe's capacity to face the challenges of globalisation and competitiveness, climate change, 
degradation of the marine environment, maritime safety and security.
The project will provide a coherent policy framework that will allow the optimal
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development of all straits-related activities in a sustainable manner.
It will thus be anchored in the Lisbon agenda for jobs and growth, and the Gothenburg agenda for sustainability.

NOSTRA will create innovative added-value allowing the exchanges of good practices in the governance of straits and thus reach a more 
sustainable approach of those nodal points for the integrated development of the EU.  The project will contribute to the capitalisation of good 
practices collected in other European projects.

Straits are sensitive spaces facing flows of maritime transport. For example, the Dover strait is one of the most attended straits of the world (600 
vessels per day). Those intense flows should be put in accordance with the ecological and biological balance of those confined spaces. 
The littoral areas are also threatened by erosion, combined with an increasing human pressure. The identification of good practices in the fields of 
protection of endangered areas and conservation of the

biodiversity through the implementation of the project should lead to the implementation of a joint sustainable management by the concerned

territories. Creating a network and facilitating the exchange of knowledge for natural sites management and biodiversity protection within littoral 
zones will provide the straits territories with a more sustainable organisation. 
The growing vulnerability of coastal areas, the key role of the sea in the climate system and the continuous deterioration of the marine environment 
call for a stronger focus on straits. The cumulative impact of human activities on marine ecosystems makes the currently fragmented decision-
making process in the governance of straits inadequate, and requires a more collaborative and integrated approach. 
The project will contribute to the Integrated Maritime Policy to help implement coherent decision making in relation to coastal areas and maritime 
regions. It supports cross-sectorial tools and policies to promote 

the sustainable use of the maritime and coastal resources, as well as sustainable economic growth and innovation in maritime areas. The 
cooperative initiatives like the Fehmarnbelt Committee, the Kvarken Council, the Euregio Tallinn-Helsinki or the ongoing EGTC project on the Strait 
of Bonifacio should be regarded as examples of joint consultation and decision making processes. Integrated governance will have direct 
implications on effective maritime spatial planning and integrated coastal zone management. 
The project meets also two key challenges identified by the EU Sustainable Development Strategy: Sustainable transport and Conservation and 
management of natural resources.
The project will thus have its main focus on environmental sustainability. Besides, the exchanges of best practices within the project will contribute 
to the harmonisation of the strategies for littoral protection in Europe.
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The impact on environment is also at the core of the project. The following questions will be tackled:  
How to manage or govern such a strategic place and preserve its environmental richness?

Therefore all NOSTRA activities will deal with environmental sustainability.

The steering committee (SC) is the decision-making and monitoring authority of the project. It is composed of the partners’ project managers and 
financial managers. It is a technical body. The SC will meet on the occasion of each activity implemented (study visits, workshops and seminars) 
except for the first and last SC which will be held independently in order to start and close the project. The SC will be prepared by the lead partner 
(LP) in collaboration with the host partner and chaired by the hosting partner.

Decisions will be taken through consensus. When no consensus can be reached, a vote will be made on the basis of one voice per partner. In case 
of a 50-50 voting outcome, the LP’s voice will count double. In case a decision needs to be taken apart from those meetings, the LP can launch a 
written procedure.

Furthermore, the elected representatives will meet in the context of the European Straits Initiative (formalised by the Memorandum of Understanding 
signed in November 2010) which is the global framework of NOSTRA. They will thus have opportunities to discuss and take hold of its results. 
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Within component 3, each partner, except the Vlora Regional Council (Albania), will host one activity (conference, study visit, workshop, seminar, 
forum). As there are 4 straits in Italy, that country is highly represented in the partnership (6 partners). Therefore, in order to avoid presenting a very 
unbalanced budget repartition, some activities will be organised at strait level instead of partner level. This means they will be co-organised by both 
sides of the strait, which is also coherent with the integrated approach of strait areas the project aims at promoting. Moreover, the Province of 
Trapani will host the first steering committee instead of a C3 activity.
Generally speaking, the budget distribution has been made through a strait scale point of view.

Each partner will be in charge of identifying and collecting good practices at local level and strait level in order to share them with the other partners. 

During the project, the lead partner (LP) will be responsible for components 1 and 3. It will ensure the proper coordination of the project and 
implementation of the activities, in collaboration with the other partners. It will also ensure a rigorous and efficient financial management of the 
project. 

The Province of Sassari is responsible for component 2. It will be in charge of 
- the conception and production of promotional materials, 
- the writing of the press releases, 
- the conception of flyers and 
- the writing and updating of the website’s content, while its conception will be done by the LP. 
Nevertheless, all partners will be involved in the communication and dissemination actions as they will all organise territorial meetings in order to 
ensure a proper dissemination of the project’s results to local stakeholders.

While the baseline study will be coordinated at LP level (launching of call for tender, selection of the expert…), all partners will be asked to 
cooperate and provide the LP and the expert with the relevant information and documents, and to host the expert in case a visit is required.

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It was followed by 5 other technical meetings and one political meeting. Between the meetings, intensive communication was ensured between the 
partners thanks to phone calls and emails.

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The Kvarken Council is a cross-border cooperation association formed by the cities of Vaasa, Kokkola and Seinäjoki and the three Regional 
Councils of Ostrobothnia in Finland, as well as the Regional Council of Västerbotten and the city of Örnsköldsvik in Sweden. It is governed by a non-
profit organization. The council is one of eleven official cross-border operators funded by the Nordic Council of Ministers. The Board has 6 members 
from Finland and 6 members from Sweden. Kvarken Council was founded in 1972 and has had approximately 100 different projects in tourism, 
university programmes, infrastructure, food, business, education, culture etc. The narrowest part of the Gulf of Bothnia is called Kvarken.
